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How Your Dividend Can

There’s a simple and painless 
way to increase the amount of 
your permanent life insurance 
coverage.

purchase paid-up additions. When you choose 
this dividend option, your dividend becomes a 
single premium that purchases additional 
insurance on your life.

What’s more, your paid-
up additions build cash value and are eligible to 
receive dividends, beyond that of the base policy 
and with no current tax liability. (Remember that 
dividends are not guaranteed.)  
 
Regardless of your current health, paid-up 
additions are purchased at a standard rate. An 
additional note - at any time while your policy is 
in effect, you can change the way your dividends 
are paid to you. The other dividend options are: * 
*Leaving them on deposit to accumulate                 
interest  
* Taking them as a cash payment.  
* Applying your dividend to pay all or part of your 
premium.
